Mohawk Hudson Weekend at Harriman 
Outdoor Center 

The Mohawk Hudson Chapter will hold a chapter outing 
at the Harriman Outdoor Center on the weekend of 
September 22 – 24, 2017. The HOC is a new addition to 
the AMC’s system of lodges and camps. Located on 64-
acre Breakneck Pond in Harriman State Park (off NYS 
Thruway Exit 17), the HOC is near more than 200 miles 
of trails, including Harriman State Park’s trail system, a 
stretch of the AT, the Long Path, and the Cranberry Mt., 
Buck, and Breakneck Mt. Trails.  

We plan to have several different hikes on Saturday and 
Sunday. In order to do this, we need leaders! Chapter 
leaders interested in leading hikes should contact 
Sharon Bonk who has maps and guides to Harriman 
Park (sboqc@mindspring.com, 518-674-0042). Outing 
participants will have ample opportunity to hike, swim, 
paddle on Breakneck Pond using canoes and kayaks 
provided by NYNJ Chapter, or just relax.  

Lodging: We have reserved 2 cabins – Stone Lodge sleeps 
12 persons in 6 bunk beds, and Mountain Laurel sleeps 4 
persons in 2 bunk beds. We will take reservations for the 
trip but not for a specific cabin. Cabins have electric 
lighting but not bed lights. The HOC will provide pillows, 
pillowcases, and blankets; participants will need to bring 
their own sheets and towels. 

Meals: The chapter will provide a light meal on Friday 
night. We will eat dinner in the dining hall on Saturday 
evening. The large cabin has a full kitchen; the small 
cabin has a small refrigerator; and each cabin has an 
outdoor grill. Participants have the option of either 
bringing their own breakfasts/lunches or purchasing 
these from the HOC for an additional fee. 

The HOC does not sell alcohol. Participants aged 21 or older 
may consume alcohol only in the dining hall and cabins. 

Registration: The basic registration fee for the weekend 
is $122/person, which includes two nights lodging and 
two suppers (Friday and Saturday). To purchase 
Saturday and Sunday breakfasts and/or trail lunches, 
please identify which additional meals you want (we 
need to tell HOC in advance), and add $10.84 for each 
breakfast and $12.95 for each trail lunch to your 
registration payment amount.  

We hope you are as excited as AMC is about this new 
location.

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ATC 2017 Conference – August 4 - 11 

The Appalachian Trail Conservancy 
(ATC) holds a conference every two 
years at different locations in the 

Eastern US. In 2017, the conference will be held in 
Maine at Colby College in Waterville, Maine August 4-
11, 2017. This week-long event includes over 240 hikes, 
numerous workshops, and excursions to local areas of 
interest. The conference will also include ATC’s 41st 
membership meeting. Each evening there are exciting 
adventure presentations and stellar entertainment.  

The event draws people from around the world, but 
primarily from locations along the nearly 2,200-mile 
Appalachian Trail (A.T.). At the last conference held in 
Maine (1997, Sunday River), 1,380 people participated.
